2. PARTS TO BE LOCALLY ARRANGED

All parts except the timer adapter such as timer, switch, relay, etc. are to be locally arranged.
Parts specifications (1)Timer------ Non-voltage contact output timer (separate circuit for power and switch)

(2)Switch-----Single pole single ON switch.
NOTE : Select a switch of minimum current contact since only about 15V DC ImA load apply
to the contacts of timer and switch. '
(3)Relay-------Single pole single ON relay.
